SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS FOR TRACK SPRINT

Sunday January 11th 2009

ANNOUNCEMENT:

This meeting will be promoted by the Fiat Club Waikato Inc. under the provisions of the National Sporting Code of MotorSport New Zealand, and any relevant regulations, prescriptions or specifications pertaining thereto, and these Supplementary Regulations. The meeting will be run as a Basic Status Competitor Coaching programme and an Advanced Status Circuit Sprint (Dual Car), as described in Appendix 5 Schedule C Standing Regulations 2.1(3) and 2.2(2) on pages 197 and 198 of Book One of the New Zealand Motorsport Manual No. 34 or its successor. We will endeavour to give all drivers three competitive runs.

INVITED CLUBS:

The Fiat Clubs of Auckland and Wellington, Minis Waikato, Hamilton Car Club, Thames Valley Car Club, Tauranga Mount Motorsport Club and the Alfa Romeo Owners Club Inc. are the Clubs invited to compete.

ELIGIBILITY:

Acceptance of any entry will be at the absolute discretion of the organisers. Cars of the Fiat Group, including pre Fiat Group ownership Alfa Romeos, and Minis will be given preference. All competitors must be a financial member of a MotorSport NZ affiliated club, with preference given to the invited clubs.

ENTRIES:

Entries open with the publication of these regulations and close on Saturday January 10th 2009. Cost for those people who enter by then will be $20.00 per driver for training, and $100.00 for those who are sprinting. For those taking part in both training and sprinting the cost will be $110.00 Entries received after January 10th will cost $40.00 per driver for training, $120.00 per driver for sprinting. 

DRIVER TRAINING:

There will be driver training provided prior to the commencement of Dual Car Sprinting. This will start at 8:00am promptly in the pits at Track 2 (the new Taupo track). A Maximum of 20 places are available for this part of the event, and if this is over subscribed the organisers reserve the right to select the recipients of training at their absolute discretion. Any person who is interested in tutoring and has suitable current experience is asked to contact the organisers prior to December 20th 2008 for approval. These tutors will all be experienced motorsport competitors who hold National Grade MotorSport NZ licences. This training is available to anyone who wishes to improve their track driving skills. There will be a theory session to begin covering aspects of car control, braking techniques, race lines and competition rules applicable to the type of event that is being run. This will be followed by a familiarisation run on the track at 8:30am followed by runs at competition speeds with several cars on the track starting individually at intervals of at least 5 seconds. Tutors will be in the cars with trainee drivers at all times. Driver behaviour will be closely monitored during these runs to ensure that correct track manners have been learnt along with the new track driving skills. Please indicate on your entry form if you are interested in this part of the day. All those who take part in this training session will be required to sign the same indemnity as those involved with dual car sprinting. This is part of the Coaching for competitors. It is not intended that this is used as an excuse for more track time by experienced racers.
SCRUTINEERING AND DOCUMENTATION:

Documentation and Scrutineering for Waikato competitors will take place at a Maurice Thomson Motors, Rickitt Road, Te Awamutu from 11:00am to 2:00pm on Saturday 10th January 2009. It is a requirement that ALL Waikato based competitors carry out their documentation and scrutineering audit at this time to ensure maximum track time for all at Taupo. On Sunday January 11th 2009 documentation and scrutineering will be completed at the track between 8:00 am and 9:30 am and scrutineering audit will be completed before 10:00am for those who are only sprinting. Vehicles will be scrutineered to Schedule A, or Schedule AA if the vehicle has a current or interim Certificate of Description, of the New Zealand Motorsport Manual No. 34 or its successor, including securely mounted fire extinguishers. A protective helmet conforming with Appendix 2 Schedule A 4.1 and single layer protective clothing conforming to Appendix 2 Schedule A 4.2 is required and must be presented at scrutineering. Roll protection is REQUIRED for ALL open vehicles. The minimum seatbelt required is a lap and diagonal. All drivers must present a current club membership card to be allowed to compete. The minimum licence required to be allowed to compete in the dual car sprints is a MotorSport NZ Restricted ClubSport licence. A MotorSport NZ ClubSport Licence should be obtained prior to the meeting to enable documentation to flow as quickly as possible. If necessary a Restricted ClubSport Licence can be obtained from the MotorSport New Zealand Steward on payment of the correct fee to the Steward. The Secretary of the meeting is not able to provide these licences. Any questions regarding licences prior to the event should be directed to Campbell Robertson at 07-856 2992. If you are aged under 18 and do not have an Approved Minor endorsed licence your entry MUST be countersigned by your parent or caregiver. A maximum of 64 entries will be accepted on a first come basis. Telephone booking of spaces will not be accepted.
DRIVERS’ BRIEFING:

All drivers must attend a briefing in the pits at approximately 10:00am, prior to any practice taking place. Practice will begin immediately following the driver’s briefing. A roll call may take place, and failure to respond will leave a driver liable to being excluded, and to the penalties provided in the MotorSport Manual.

OTHER INFORMATION:

This event is a fun day to enable people to improve their skills in a safe environment. There will be drivers with a wide range of experience competing. Any over exuberance on the part of any competitor will be dealt with by immediate exclusion from the rest of the event.

There will be barbecue food and soft drinks available throughout the day, Sausages in bread for $1.50, Bacon and Egg sandwiches at $2.50, Coke, Lemonade, L&P etc. cans at $1.50.
